
Introduction

Teen pregnancy is a serious problem in North
Carolina. The pregnancy rate for mothers under age
20 has changed very little in the last decade. In 1995
there were 22,251 reported teen pregnancies,
accounting for 17 percent of all reported pregnan-
cies to North Carolina residents. Live births ac-
counted for 69 percent of the teen pregnancies,
abortions accounted for 30 percent, and fetal deaths
(20 or more weeks gestation) for one percent. More
than three-fourths of these teen pregnancies were to
unmarried mothers. Fifty-eight percent were to
women ages 18 and 19.

Many factors contribute to pregnancy among teens,
including insufficient family involvement and
counseling, insufficient health education programs,
and a lack of access to contraceptive services.
Perhaps less recognized is the sometimes startling
gap in age between the father and the pregnant teen,
pointing to inappropriate sexual involvement by
adult men. This report uses information from the
live birth certificate, which contains mother�s age
and father�s age, to address this issue.

In 1995 there were 15,466 live births to North
Carolina teens. Of these births, 3,949 (26%) were to
teens who were married. These births to married
mothers are excluded from this report. Of the
remaining 11,517 births to unmarried teens, 6,643
(58%) did not have age of the father reported on the
birth certificate, so these births are also excluded.
We do not know if the births with known father�s
age are representative of the births with missing
father�s age.

Results

Table 1 presents the range of reported father�s age
for each single year of age of the mother. It is clear
from this table that, in some cases, much older men
are involved in the pregnancies of unmarried teens.

Figure 1 shows the average (mean) difference
between mother�s age and father�s age, by single
years of mother�s age. The average father�s age
ranges from 18 to 22, but the average gap between
mother�s and father�s age is much larger at the
youngest maternal ages.

Figure 2 shows, for unmarried mothers under age
18, the percentage of births where the father was
age 18 or older. Even for the youngest teen mothers
(who had father�s age reported on the birth certifi-
cate), half or more of the fathers were age 18 or
older.

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Policy Implications

Teen pregnancy is a complex problem with many
causes. This report suggests that in many cases teen
pregnancies are not a result of peer pressure, since
older men are frequently involved in the pregnancies
of unmarried teens in North Carolina. In addition to
focusing on the choice and will power of teenage

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girls and boys, pregnancy prevention programs need
to address the role of adult men in teenage pregnancy.
In addition to more public education, this problem
may be reduced by better enforcing current laws and
establishing additional legal and financial conse-
quences for adult fathers of unmarried teen mothers.
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
